GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS - AUJA EVENTS

AlJA’s terms and conditions for events are set out in full below. Please read carefully when you
register to any AlJA event.

ATTENDING THE EVENT
Travel

AlJA accepts no liability if a participant is unable to attend an event due to adverse weather conditions
or any travel disruption.

Accommodation

For every event, AlJA works to ensure exclusive offers and discounts for hotels across the world.
These discounts may vary depending on the location of the event. For further details about the offers
or hotels, please refer to the booking conditions of the event you are attending. Delegates must
handle their own bookings.

Filming and sound recording

In registering for our events, delegates and speakers grant permission to AlJA, its agents and others
working under its authority, to film, record or photograph at its events. It is understood that these
recordings and photographs may be used for promotional, news, online/multimedia and/or
marketing purposes for the promotion of the organisation and its events. If you wish to be excluded
from any recording or photograph, please email us at myprivacy@aija.org at the time of your
registration.

BOOKING AND CANCELLATIONS

The refunds and options set out below are exclusive of any other compensation, including without
being exhaustive, any cost or loss, incurred or suffered by the participant, in relation to the
cancellation of the event (by the participant or AlJA), such as travel and accommodation fees, which
are entirely the participant’s responsibility and therefore will not be reimbursed.

In person events: cancellation by the participant

Should you need to cancel your participation, please inform AlJA in writing (office@aija.org). Provided
that the cancellation has been timely sent in writing it will be handled as follows:

Among the rest of the registered delegates a raffle will decide who will be able to attend in order to
give everyone an equal chance.

SUBSTITUTION

A participant, who cannot attend, may send a substitute participant without any additional cost.

CONFIRMATION

A confirmation of your registration will be sent to you immediately. If you have not received an email
confirmation within 24 hours after your registration, please contact the team at office@aija.org.

TRAVEL MODALITIES
